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1. NATURE, CONTINUANCE OF OPERATIONS AND GOING CONCERN 
 

Aldrin Resource Corp. (“the Company”) is incorporated under the British Columbia Business Corporations Act and 
its common shares are listed on the TSX Venture Exchange (“the Exchange”) under the symbol “ALN”. The 
principal business of the Company is the acquisition, exploration and evaluation of resource properties. 
 
The Company’s registered address, head office, principal address and records office is 202 – 837 West Hastings 
Street, Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, V6C 3N6.   
 
The Company is considered to be in the exploration stage with respect to its interests in exploration and evaluation 
assets. The recoverability of the amounts comprising exploration and evaluation assets is dependent upon the 
confirmation of economically recoverable reserves, the ability of the Company to obtain necessary financing to 
successfully complete their exploration and development and upon future profitable production. 

 
These financial statements are prepared on a going concern basis which assumes that the Company will be able to 
realize its assets and discharge its liabilities in the normal course of business for the foreseeable future. As at 
February 28, 2015, the Company had an accumulated deficit of $11,852,269 and has incurred losses since inception. 
These material uncertainties may raise substantial doubt about the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern.  
The continuing operations of the Company are dependent upon obtaining necessary financing to meet the 
Company’s commitments as they come due and to finance future exploration and development of potential business 
acquisitions, economically recoverable reserves, securing and maintaining title and beneficial interest in the 
properties and upon future profitable production. Failure to continue as a going concern would require that assets 
and liabilities be recorded at their liquidation values, which might differ significantly from their carrying values.  
 

2. BASIS OF PRESENTATION 
 
 Statement of compliance 
 

These unaudited condensed interim financial statements, including comparatives, have been prepared in accordance 
with International Accounting Standard 34 “Interim Financial Reporting” (“IAS 34”) using accounting policies 
consistent with the International Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRS”) issued by the International Accounting 
Standards Board (“IASB”) and Interpretations of the IFRS Interpretations Committee. 

 
 Basis of presentation 
 

The unaudited condensed interim financial statements have been prepared on historical cost basis. In addition, these 
financial statements have been prepared using the accrual basis of accounting except for cash flow information. 
 

 The unaudited condensed interim financial statements are presented in Canadian dollars, which is the functional 
currency of the Company, unless otherwise noted. 

 
 On December 4, 2014, the Company’s common shares were consolidated on the basis of one post-consolidation 

Common Share for every six pre-consolidation Common Shares. The numbers of shares presented in these financial 
statements have all been adjusted to reflect the impact of this share consolidation.

i) Deferred income taxes - The Company is periodically required to estimate the tax basis of assets and liabilities. 

Where applicable tax laws and regulations are either unclear or subject to varying interpretations, it is possible 
that changes in these estimates could occur that materially affect the amounts of deferred income tax assets and 
liabilities recorded in the financial statements. Changes in deferred tax assets and liabilities generally have a 
direct impact on earnings in the period that the changes occur. Each period, the Company evaluates the 
likelihood of whether some portion or all of each deferred tax asset will not be realized. This evaluation is 
based on historic and future expected levels of taxable income, the pattern and timing of reversals of taxable 
temporary timing differences that give rise to deferred tax liabilities, and tax planning initiatives.   

 
	

ii) Share-based payment – The fair value of share-based payment is determined using a Black-Scholes Option 
pricing model. Such option pricing models require the input of subjective assumptions including the expected 
price volatility, option life, dividend yield, risk-free rate and estimated forfeitures at the initial grant.

All 
equity instruments are measured at fair value. A debt instrument is at amortized cost only if the entity is 
holding it to collect contractual cash flows and the cash flows represent principal and interest. Otherwise it is 
at fair value through profit and loss. This standard is effective for years beginning on or after January 1, 2018.

 Key Lake property 
 

 During the period ended February 28, 2015, the Company and Fission 3.0 Corp. (“Fission 3.0”) entered into a 
property option agreement whereby the Company can earn up to a 50% interest in Fission 3.0’s Key Lake Property 
in the southeastern Athabasca Basin region, Saskatchewan Lake, by incurring $6,900,000 of staged exploration 
expenditures on or before May 1, 2019. The Company will pay Fission 3.0 $100,000 cash (subsequently paid) and 
issue to Fission 3.0 a total of 1,900,000 shares (2,000,318 shares subsequently issued) within 10 business days of 
TSX Venture Exchange approval. Details of the staged exploration expenditures are as follows:

$5,058) to settle current liabilities of $175,962 (November 30, 2014 – $123,332). The Company will require 
financing from lenders, shareholders and other investors to generate sufficient capita its meet its short term business 
requirements.

 As at February 28, 2015, the Company has a minimal balance of cash in US dollars and does not believe that 

the foreign currency risk related to the balance is significant.

The Company has no contractual commodity price risk.  The recoverability of the Company’s deferred 
exploration costs is indirectly related to the market price of precious and base metals.  The Company’s ability 
to continue with its exploration program is also indirectly subject to commodity prices.

10. SUBSEQUENT EVENT
